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You can enjoy cherry blossoms from early February to the
end of April as there are variety of cherry trees such as
Kanzakura (Winter cherry), Someiyoshino (Yoshino cherry),
and Yamazakura (Wild cherry). Koen Sakura Dori is the
highlight of cherry viewing where you will find splendid large
cherry blossoms.
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Sumida Park
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Sumida Park has been a popular cherry blossom viewing spot
since the Edo period, and we recommend taking a walk
through the tunnel of Cherry blossoms along the river as well
as watching the blossoms from one of the boats coming and
going the Sumida river.
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Chidorigafuchi Ryokudo
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Enjoy both incredible views: Chidorigafuchi Moat with its cherry blossom
tunnel and trees in a full bloom reflecting in the moat water.
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Shiba Park
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Around 140 splendid trees of Someiyoshino (Yoshino cherry), Yamazakura
(Wild cherry), and Satozakura (Sato cherry) will be in full bloom. Tokyo Tower
looks incredibly beautiful accentuated behind the cherry tree lined street.
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Oyokogawa Shinsui-koen Park
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About 120 cherry trees, mainly Yoshino cherry blossoms, color the park in pink.You can
relax and enjoy cherry blossom viewing, along with the remaining river’s scene.
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Asakusa Hanayashiki
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The 70-year old Yoshino tree welcomes you in Asakusa
Hanayashiki, Japan’s oldest amusement park. Please enjoy the
glimpse of cherry blossoms from various attractions.
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Kiyosumi Gardens
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The cherry blossoms of Kanhi zakura (Taiwan cherry),
Someiyoshino (Yoshino cherry), and Sato zakura (Sato cherry)
bloom at different times from the end of February to the
middle of April. You can get away from the hustle and bustle
of the city and quietly enjoy the three different kinds of
cherry blossoms.
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Kitanomaru Park
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You can see Yaezakura (Double-flowered cherry) and Someiyoshino (Yoshino cherry)
on about 280 cherry trees and you can also relax at the picnic on the grass.
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Sanyabori Park
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It is said to be a "hidden cherry blossom viewing spot" in Oku-Asakusa.The cherry
blossoms on the promenade in front of the Tokyo Sky Trees bloom as if making a tunnel.
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As you walk passing through the Kaminarimon you will see the
cherry blossoms decorating the Nakamise, the approach to
the temple as well as Shidaresakura (Weeping cherry) of
Denpoin temple garden. Please enjoy the collaboration
between the temple and cherry blossoms.
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Oyoko River
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Cherry blossom tree line goes on for about 1.3 km between
Renpei bridge and Totomi Bridge on the Oyoko River that flows
on the south side of Monzennakacho Station. Cherry trees along
the Oyoko River distinct for their branches hang down over water.
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Asakusa Shrine
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As you enter the torii gate of Asakusa Shrine, you will see
Yoshino cherry blossoms in full bloom inside the shrine.
During the cherry blossom season, you can get a limited
Sakura-Moude Goshuin stamp with falling cherry blossom
petals.
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Hama-rikyu Gardens
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Here you can enjoy Someiyoshino (Yoshino cherry) from late
March and Yaezakura (Double-flowered cherry) which are in
full bloom from the late March to early April. This wonderful
place is perfect for a walk. Enjoy this atmosphere of splendid
nature and feel yourself outside of a big city.
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
